In this unit, the children will explore dreams and ambitions;

RE
What does it mean to be Jewish?
In this unit, we will explore the significance of the
Shema; the significance of Passover for Jewish people;
the importance of the seder meal for Jewish people;
the importance of the ten commandments for Jewish
people.

Art
Cloth, Thread, Paint: In this pathway children are introduced to artists that
combine paint and sewing, art and craft, to make work.
Children explore how these artists use fabric, paint and thread to make
work in response to landscapes (and sometimes the people within those
landscapes)

Music
Three Little Birds: This is a six-week Unit of Work. All the learning is focused
around one song: Three Little Birds. The material presents an integrated
approach to music where games, elements of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch
etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

Geography
Volcanoes and Earthquakes
In this unit, we will explore the structure of the earth
and volcanoes and different types; what earthquakes
are and the importance of tectonic plates to help
understand why and where earthquakes and volcanoes
mainly occur.

Science
Forces and Magnets
In this unit, the children will compare how things move
on different surfaces; notice that some forces need
contact between 2 objects, but magnetic forces can
act at a distance; observe how magnets attract or
repel each other and attract some materials and not
others; compare and group together a variety of
everyday materials on the basis of whether they are
attracted to a magnet, and identify some magnetic
materials; describe magnets as having 2 poles
predict whether 2 magnets will attract or repel each
other.
